Towel Day is celebrated each year on May 25th where fans from all over the world commemorate the life and work of author Douglas Adams. Adams is best known as the author of “A Hitch Hiker’s Guide To The Galaxy”, but he was also a musician with links to bands such as Pink Floyd and Procol Harum and an environmental activist, who campaigned on behalf of a number of endangered species.

Towel Day was first held in 2001, two weeks after Douglas Adams' death on May 11th, 2001, but here in Denmark we didn’t get on board until 2008, where the first Towel Day took place in the town of Vejle. Co-ordinator was and still is Thomas Kortholm, bass player of Danish band Converting to Good, and the town of Vejle was mainly picked because he lives there!

The Danish Towel Day 2010 saw the usual pleasant mix of music, towels, beer and peanuts during the three hours long concert. Like last year the featured artists were (of course) Converting to Good as well as singer/songwriter Michael Hamilton and singer/songwriter Ann Mimoun, This year’s special guest was another singer/songwriter Jørgen Clausen and together all four acts presented a nice variety of entertainment.

As usual Towel Day was a warm, funny and sometimes even meditative experience, although this year’s venue, the “Den Gamle Arrest” restaurant, was a bit small and noisy with espresso machines going off and dinner guests talking. On the other hand the atmosphere was great, prices reasonable and it was lovely seeing all the hoopy froods with their towels again.

In 2011 it’ll be ten years since Douglas Adams passed away, so hopefully the venue will be bigger – I wouldn’t mind spending the day at The Restaurant at the End Of the World, by the way. But no matter what, I’ll be there, so until then: So long and thanks for all the fish! See you next year, guys!
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
